





The site is located at the southern edge of the city and is bounded on the north by Haymarket Library on
Hay Street [three storey heritage building], and to the south by a five-storey commercial building (hostel).
Along the eastern boundary lies building service access on Parker Lane, and the western boundary faces

(George Street.

The proposal includes:

1. Demolition of the existing 3-4 storey commercial buildings

2. Preservation of existing heritage facade along 750 George Street and Parker Lane
3. A maximum height plane to align with the current planning controls

4 A maximum floor space ratio of 3:1(7.5:1 plus bonus 1.5:1)

5. Loading dock and back of house services provision from Parker Lane

6. Provision for new retails spaces accessed from George Street (over three levels]
7. Hotel use from podium (127 rooms and associated facilities]

A two metre setback void behind the existing heritage fagade to /50 George St creates a buffer to the
heritage fagade and creates a sunny light well, bringing natural light into the hotel rooms below. Along the
new podium a complementary warm marble/sandstone materially reinterprets the classic sandstone finish
10 provide a subtle setting from where the building can be appreciated. An articulated recess identifies the

entry point to the hotel lobby.
